A Did not observe all installed AFCI (Arc Fault Circuit Interrupt) device protection, as required by current building
standards, for allfamily rooms, dining room, living room, parlors, libraries, dens, bedrooms, sunrooms, and
recreation rooms, closets, caused by electrical arcing faults in the home's wiring. Arc faults are a common cause
residential electrical fires.
